Miso Katsu (Pork Cutlets with Miso Sauce)

This is Nagoya-style eel and rice
medley. It features chopped broiled eel
sprinkled on a bowl of rice, and is
customarily eaten in four equal
portions: the first servingjust as it is,
the second serving with chopped
green onion, nori seaweed, and other
condiments sprinkled on, and the third
with broth poured over to make a soup.
For the last, you eat it however way
you prefer.

Miso katsu is a dish that originated in
the region of Nagoya, Aichi Prefecture,
and is considered an example of
Nagoya cuisine. Deep-fried breaded
pork cutlets are topped with a hot and
tangy miso sauce (a blend of red miso
with sake, sugar, mirin, soup stock, and
other ingredients).
